It in-
cludes a cottage industries program and other
educational outreach.

Jennifer is from Franklin, Massachusetts in
the New England Conference, and is a mem-
ber of the Franklin United Methodist Church.
She grew as a youth leader in the small con-
gregation. She attended a Roman Catholic
middle and senior high school, where she
learned to appreciate a range of spiritual per-
spectives.

Service became an integral part of Jennifer's
life, which continued into college. She served
as a summer intern with the Big Sister Asso-
ciation of Greater Boston in 2008, and did
volunteer work with Hope Alive in Sabillas-
ville, Maryland, while attending Hood College
in Frederick, Maryland. She earned a degree
in sociology from Hood in 2009.

Jennifer first considered joining AmeriCorps
after college, until her pastor encouraged her

to explore the US -2 option. She says, "The
US-2 program is the perfect opportunity

for me to combine the two things | hold
important: faith and service for social

justice. | am ready to grow my mustard

seed of faith and to help others to do the

same."

DOING

| arrived at the Cookson Hills Center on Octo-
ber 16, 2009 and since then | have been go-
ing non -stop.

| have since fallen into more or a routine, but
every now and then something unexpected
turns up.

| was appointed to Cookson to coordinate two
programs: The Adult Senior Living Program
and the Health Resource Center.

The Adult Senior Living Program:

Mondays and Wednesdays are Senior
Lunch days, where we provide a hot lunch to
and average of 50 seniors. For those who
transpiration is a problem we have two vans,
driven by volunteers, to do the pick ups. In
the morning | call and see who is going to
need a ride. Lunch is served at 12:00, and if
youdre late they wild.l
lars start coming in around 9:30. | then
spend my time visiting. | have developed
friendships with many who come to lunch,
even if | donét al ways
I do announcements and then hop at the end
of the serving line to dish out dessert. Ifitis
the second or fourth Wednesday of the
mouth, it is time for BINGO. | very quickly
discovered they take BINGO very seriously,
yet | have managed to get them laughing
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(dropping all the BINGO balls would do it). If
there is enough, then | pack up meals for the
shut -ins. Finally the stack of dishes await to
top off the day.

As part of the program we have a Senior
Craft Center. The things these women come
up with are amazing. They can take some of
the most random things, we get a lot of ran-
dom things for all of our supplies are do-
nated, and come up with the cutest things.
They whip around in the craft room before
lunch and sometimes on Thursday mornings.
When the women are in the craft room work-
ing their husbands are in the kitchen making
jams and jellies. The profits from the Senior
Craft Center and the jams and jellies are put
back into the Senior Program.

Health Resource Center:

When the mission was originally
founded, over 60 years ago, it housed a
Health Center. It is now the vision to open a
Health Resource Center. | am therefore
tasked with making that possible. We have
various Home Health agencies come and
check blood Pressures and blood sugar levels
for the seniors. We have a nurse who comes
in once a week to offer her service. | have
been calling various health agencies in the
aria to see if any would like to partner with
us. We are working to start various counsel-
ing services. These services will range from
court appointed anger management to drug
and alcohol recover skills. | being in profes-
sionals who offer educational classes to the
seniors. | also started a walking program in
the gym.

Wednesday Nights:

Debbie, a Deaconess with the UMC,
runs and after school program for the kids of
the surrounding schools and | help out. We
pick them up from school, serve dinner, and
drive them home. Debbie organizes various
outings to provide the kids with different ex-
periences.
