 One of my highlights of this summer was going on a Youth 
mission trip to Vermont.  Originally, I was not planning to go but 
when Dini stepped down per Dr.ôs orders, I had the privilege to 

participate in this wonderful ministry.  When we arrived in Ver-
mont, we were divided up into groups and I was given a group 

that would be working on making trails up on a mountain.   A new 
and better trail was needed for the upcoming Breast Cancer bike 
relay.  On Monday when we hiked up over 30 min with our tools in 

90 degree weather, we were shown where we would be making 
the trail.  The place looked nothing like any trail I had ever seen.  

There was nothing but a row of little flags going down a mountain 
through the woods.  Our leader told us that this was where our 
trail would be and to start raking and digging.  So for the next 2 

days 20 of us started to work.  It was a hard work, especially 
since we were working during the hottest week in Vermont and 

most of us were not used to hard labor.  At first, I could not imag-
ine that these youth with their adult leaders could actually build a 
trail.  It seemed impossible and yet we never complained.  We just 

worked non -stop helping one another, encouraging each other 
when we were tired and hot, supporting each other when we 

wanted to quit.  At the end of the 2 nd  day, we were amazed to see 
that we had actually built 90% of the trail and most of us wanted 

to come back the next day to finish it off.  I was so proud of our 
youth who worked tirelessly.  If anyone ever says that our youth 
are lazy or do not have a sense of responsibility, I will show them 

the pictures of those who worked with me as well as the youth 
from the other 2 groups who worked as hard as my group did all 

that week.  
 I know that this experi-
ence has had an impact on 

our youth who went on this 
mission trip.  They have 

learned to give, share their 
time and strength, and most 
of all they learned that you 

can still have fun doing hard 
work if you do it together for
